About Our Camps…
We strive to provide a safe and comfortable environment for both our students and our horses. At all of our camps we feel that it is important to teach a variety of riding disciplines from rodeo and horse show events, to the basics of having fun on the trail!
Our beginner camp sessions are weeklong half day camps that focus on teaching basic horsemanship skills to new or beginner riders. Each day campers will receive 1 hour of on the horse riding instruction, 1 hour on the ground horsemanship instruction and 1 hour journaling, horse & human nutrition, crafting an equine related craft.
Intermediate & advanced camps are weeklong sessions. We recommend that campers are confident in their horsemanship skills & are comfortable at the walk, trot & canter. Each day we focus on 1-2 events or disciplines of riding. We feel that it is important for campers to understand horse health, nutrition & care. Demonstrations by equine professionals such as vets and farriers are presented at the camps.
 We emphasize with all of our campers the importance of goal setting, life skill development and assist in making plans to reach those goals. At the end of each camp session parents and family members of the campers are invited to attend a rodeo or horse show that the campers will participate in.
